On Thursday, February 7, 1985, Drug En-
forcement Administration (DEA) agent Enrique (Kiki)
Camarena was walking to his pickup truck to go meet
his wife Mika Camarena for a lunch date. Before this,
Camarena had been on the trail of a multi-billion dol-
lar drug pipeline, but was due to be reassigned in
three weeks. He unlocked his truck with his key and
before he could get in the cab and alert his partners
with his radio, a jacket was put over his head and he
was thrown into a car. That was the last time anyone
saw him again. He was later found dead| 70 miles
away on the side of the road in Guadalajara, Mexico
one month later.

Red Ribbon Week is in honor of Camarena
and his pilot Captain Alfredo Zavala -Avelar who was
also murdered by the drug traffickers. In 1988, Red
Ribbon Week was recognized nationally by President
Ronald Reagan and First Lady Nancy Reagan. They
served as the first Honorary Chairs.

Today, Red Ribbon Week brings people to-
gether to raise awareness about tobacco, alcohol, and
other drug prevention. Red Ribbon Week is the larg-
est, most visible prevention awareness campaign ob-
served annually in the United States. It is celebrated
from October 23th through October 31st. Over 80 mil-
lion people participate in Red Ribbon Week.
